• Breakdown:  1:00-2:00 pm Wednesday. We ask that you have your table space packed 
up by 2:00 pm as we have another event in the exhibit hall following IGNITE. 

 
• Table layout:   

o One 6-foot table and 2 chairs. Space around the table may be utilized within 
reason. This is not a booth, but a table and the space around it. Please let us 
know if you have particular space needs. If you need electrical power at your 
table, please at contact us and we will put you in contact with the Hyatt. The fee 
of electrical service is $75.
